Rock with a box and a bugle!- 
 
"Supremely tight ensemble" Hot Press, 2007 
 
The highly original acoustic four-piece fronted by the Irish singer songwriter based in 
Spain will be on tour in Ireland in September/October in support of their album "Sky 
Pointing". The collection of ten songs is listed among the Top 20 Folk albums of the year 
in Hot Press 2008 Annual and is released on Mondegreen Records. The album will see a 
US release in January 2009 with the New York based label Cosmic Trigger 
  
They kick off the week-long jaunt with a show at this year's Clifden Arts Festival on 
September 28th in Mullarkey's  and will also be visiting Waterford's Electric Avenue 
on the 2nd, Upstairs at Whelan’s on Oct 3rd and The Thatch, Rahan for an Up Close 
and Personal session on Oct 4th.  
 
"Sky Pointing" was mixed in Nashville by David Ferguson, well known for his work with 
Rick Rubin on Johnny Cash's albums and more recently Jakob Dylan. The album was 
recorded live over three days at Madrid's PKO studio and is as much a mission statement as 
it is an album. The band had the clear intent of establishing a core sound which would serve 
as a point of departure for future albums; a condensed and driving acoustic set-up in which 
each member is a leg of the table that serves their sound: guitar/vox, trumpet/vox, cajón 
(flamenco box drum) and electric/double bass. That's why although this is Wall's fifth 
album it's really the first album of the Garrett Wall Band. 
 
This special deluxe re-mastered edition  of "Sky Pointing" will include new artwork, a 
multimedia section which features bonus mp3, a live video, a specially designed digital 
lyric book and the video-clip for the current single "Jealousy".
